WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the County of Nelson, Kentucky (the “Couaty™), pursuant to the provisions
of Sections 103.200 to 103,285, inclusive, of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, as amended (the
“Act”), is authorized to issue revenue bonds and to make the proceeds from the sale thereof
available 1o a limited liability compagy for the purpose of financing industrial building facilities
as defined in the Act, such bonds being payable from rental payments made by such corporation,
limited lability company, or limited partnership; and, under the Act, the financing of industria!
buildings constitutes a valid public purpose; and

WHEREAS, The Bardstown Bourbon Company, LLC, a limited liability company
organized and existing under the laws of the Delaware (the “Compagy™), proposes that the County,
pursuant to the Act, assist the Company to finance the costs of tha acquisition, construction,
installation, equipping, of bourbon and whiskey distilling facilities consisting of real property,
real property improvements, and personal property to be located at Nelson County PVA Parcel
#63000-00-025, to add over 15,000 square feet to the Company’s existing distillery including
fourteen warehouses, an addition to one of the Company’s existing fermenter buildings, 16 new
fermenters, a new distillation column and Decessary equipment to accompany it, a hot water
processing tank, grain handling equipment, chemical treatments, and glass towers to hold the still
which will be visible from Bluegrass Parkway (the “Project”), within the jurisdictional boundaries
of the County; and

WHEREAS, the Project constitutes new facilities to be utilized by the Company, which
Project is more particularly described in the Lease Agreement hereinafter identified and approved;
and the Project qualifies for financing s an “industrial building” within the meaning of the Act;
and

WHEREAS, the acquisition, construction, installation, equipping, and commissioning of
the Project is expected to promote economic development, and to relieve conditions of
unemployment, and to encourage the increase of industry within the environs of the County and
the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and
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WHEREAS, on April 18, 2023, the County Fiscal Court of the County adopted a
Resohttion (the “Inducement Resolution”) approving the industrial revenue bond financing for the
Company’s benefit, reaffirming the County’s agreement in prior correspondence and discussions
to undertake such financing at the appropriate time; and

WHEREAS, at the Company's request the County is prepared, pursnan to the Act, to issue
a series of its industrial revenue bonds for the purposes of financing the acquisition, construction,
installation, equipping, and commissioning of the Project and paying costs of issuance of the
bonds, upon terms that are to be set forth in the Lease Agreement bereinafter identified and
approved; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 103.220 of the Act, the Company has
made a request in writing, that the sale of the industrial revenue bonds hereinafter identified and
authorized, bearing interest as set out in the Bond Purchase Agreement hereinafier identified and
approved, shall be made upon a negotiated basis; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary and proper in the interests of the health, safety, convenience,
and general welfare of the citizens, residents, and inhabitants of the County and its environs that
the County (i) authorize the issuance of the industrial revepue bonds in order to finance, for the
Company’s benefit, the acquisition, construction, installation, equipping, and commissioning of
the Project and to pay certain costy of issuance of the industrial reveane bonds, (ii) authorize the
execution of a Lease Agreement between the County, as lessor, and the Company, as lessee,
(iii) authorize the execution of a Bond Purchase Agreement among the County, the Company, the
Purchaser (hereinafter defined), and the Servicing Agent (hereinafier defined), providing for the
issuance, sale, and delivery of the industrial revenue bonds by the County to the Purchaser, and
(iv} authorize the execution of other necessary of related documents and acGons.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COUNTY OF NELSON, KENTUCKY, ACTING BY AND
THROUGH ITS COUNTY FISCAL COURT, HEREBY RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1 For the purposes set forth in the preamble, which is incorporated as a part
hereof, the County, acting by and through its County Fiseal Court, hereby:

(a)  Confirms and ratifies the Inducement Resolution and the prior discussions,
correspondence, and agreements between the County and the Company, whereby the County
agreed to authorize and issue bonds for the Company to finance the Project.

{¢)  Authorizes the sale, issuance, execution, and delivery of the County of
Nelson, Kentucky, Industrial Building Revenue Bonds, Series 2024 (The Bardstown Bourbon
Company, LLC Project} (the “Bonds"™), which shall be issued in the form and subject to the terms
and specifications set forth in the Bord Purchase Agreement governing the issuance and delivery
of the Bonds.

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(d)  Authorizes the issuance of the Bonds in an aggregate principal amount up
o $110,786,102.

() Authorizes the use of the proceeds of the Bonds, as provided in the Bond
Purchase Agreement and the Lease Agreement, to pay a portion of the costs of acquisition,
construction, installation, and equipping of the Project and to pay certain costs of issuance of the
Boxds.

Section 2. The Judge Executive is hereby authorized, empowered, and direcied to
execute, acknowledge, and deliver on behalf of the County a Lease Agreement between the
County, as lessor of the Project and the site thereof, and the Company, as lessee (the “Lease
Agreement”™), which Lease Agreement is hereby approved, authorized, and adopted i
substantiaily the form submitted herewith, with such changes therein as the official executing the
Same may require or approve on behaif of the County, such approval to be conclusively evidenced
by the execution and delivery thereof,

Section 3, To provide for the authorization of the Bonds and to prescribe the terms and
conditions upon which the Bonds are to be issued, cutstanding, secured, executed, accepted, and
held, the Judge Executive is hereby authorized, empowered, and directed to execute and
acknowledge on behalf of the County a Bond Purchase Agreement (the “Bond Purchase
Agreement”) among the County, Clarion Spirits, LLC, a Kentucky limjted Lability company, as
Servicing Agent (the “Servicing Agent™), and Clarion Spirits, LLC, a Kentucky limited liability

authorized, empowered, and directed to cause the Bond Purchase Agreement to be accepted and
executed by the Servicing Agent, hereby so appointed. The Bond Purchase Agreement is hereby
approved, autherized, and adopted in substantiaily the form submitted herewith, with such changes
as the officer executing the same may require or approve on behalf of the County, such approval
to be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery thereof. So that the statutory mortgage
lien provided by Section 103.250 of the Act shall not attach to the Project, the County hereby
declares its intention and elects to follow the provisions of Section 103.251 of the Act with respect
to the impaosition of 2 foreciosable lien on the Project in connection with the security of the Bonds,
although by agreement of all parties no such foreclosable lien shall be imposed. The Bonds will
mature as 1o principal no later than thirty years afler their date of issuance, will be subject to
optional redemption, and will bear interest payable periodically at a fixed rate, all as provided in
the Bond Purchase Agreement, reference to which is hereby made, The interest rate on the Bonds
shall in no event exceed 10% per annum. The sale-of the Bonds pursuant to the terms of the Bond
Purchase Agreement is hereby authorized, approved, and directed.

Section 4. With respect to the sale of the Bonds, and upon the recommendation of the
Company, the County further approves, and the Judge Executive is authorized and directed to

Section 5. It is acknowledged that the County and the Company will execute a
Payment In Lieu of Taxes Agreement (the “PILOT Agreement™) in a form previously approved

the County requiring the Company to make certain annual payments in liex of property taxes on
the Project so long as the Bonds are outstanding. The Judge Executive is authorized and directed
to execute and deliver the PILOT Agreement o behalf of the County in substantially the form
attached hereto, with such changes as the officer executing the same may require or approve on
the County’s behalf, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery

thereat.

Section 6, The Judge Executive, the Fiscal Court Clerk, the County Attorney. and
other appropriate officials of the County, and each of them, for and on behalf of the County, are
bereby authorized, empowered, and directed to do and perform any and all things necessary to
effect the execution and delivery of the Bond Purchase Agreement, the Lease Agreement, the
Assignment, the PILOT Agreement, and all related documents, the performance of al! obligations
and the preservation of all rights of the County thereunder, the execution and delivery of the Bonds,
and the performance from time to time of all other actions of whatever nature necessary to carry
out the authority conferred or contemplated by and the purposes of this Resolution, the Bond
Purchase Agreement, the Lease Agreement, the Assignment, the PILOT Agreement, and related
documents, and further to approve and to execute all papers, documents, certificates, or other
instruments that may be required for the carrying out and effectuation from time to time of the
authority conferred by and the purpose of this Resolution, the Bond Purchase Agreement, the
Lease Agreement, the Assignment, the PILOT Agreement, the Bonds, and all related documents,
or to cvidence said autherity and purposes. For purposes of clarity, the foregoing provisions of this
Section include, but are not limited to, the execution and delivery of any documents required or
requested by any Lender (as defined in the Bond Purchase Agreement and the Lease Agreement)
in connection with the Bonds.

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this __30 4}y day of _(Jesaloer , 2024,
by and between the County of Nelson, Keatucky acling by and through the Nelson Fiscal Court,
its legislative body, One Court Square, Bardstown, Kentucky 40004, (hereinafier “Nelson
County™), and the City of Bloomfield, 141 Depot St. Bloomfield, KY 40008, by and through its
legislative body, the Board of Commissioners, (hereinafter “Bloomfield™).

WITNESSETH:

SECTION 1 PU E AND INTENT

The purpose and intent of this Agreement (hereinafier “Agreement”) is to cooperatively
provide for certain upgrades within the municipal boundaries of Bloomfield. Nelson County,
having previously designated four hundred-fifty thousand dollars ($450,000) in American
Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) to Bloomfield for the upgrade of its fresh water supply system is in
receipt of a request from Bloomfield to redirect a portion of those funds, Bloomfield, at the date
of this agreement, having expended two hundred seventy-eight thousand dollars ($278,000) on
water upgrades, is requesting Nelson County to re-allocate the remaining one hundred seventy-
two thousand doliars (§172,000) toward a playground improvement project (hereinafter
“Project”) at the Bloomfield City Park.

SECTION 2 OBLIGATIONS OF NELSON COUNTY

Nelson County shall:

a.) By and through its legislative body, consent 1o the re-allocation of funds for the Project as
requested by Bloomfield.

b.) Upon proper submission of paid receipts, direct the NeJson County Treasurer (hereinafter
“Treasurer”) to reimburse Bloomfield for direct expenses incurred for the Project, not to

exceed $172,000,
SECTION 3 OBLIGATIONS OF BLOOMFIELD
Bloomfield shall:

8.} As part and parcel to this agreement, indemnify and save harmless Nelson County Fiscal
Court. waive, release, and discharge from any and all liability both now and in the future,
including but not limited 1o, liability arising from any legal action attributed to the Project, for
death, disability, personal injury, property damage, property theft, or actions of any kind which
may hereafter occur, Nelson County Fiscal Court and/or their directors, officers, employees,
volunteers, representatives, and agents;

b.) As part of this agrecment, indemnify, hold harmless, and promise not to sue the entities
mentioned in paragraph (a), from any and all liabilities or claims made as a result of dangerous
or defective equipment or property owned, maintained, or controlled, or because of their possible
liability without fault, whether caused by their negligence or otherwise.
